Purpose:

Our purpose at Trinity Preschool is to provide a nourishing environment for each child, giving attention to their social intellectual, spiritual, emotional and physical development.

Curriculum Goals:

It is our goal to provide a curriculum in alignment with Cecil County Public Schools kindergarten program.  The students will be exposed to structured centers enhancing emergent literacy skills (reading & writing), math concepts as well as fine motor skills. 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Health Policy

Maryland State Immunization Forms are required to be completed and on file at the preschool by the first day of school.

Be sure to discuss any special health problems or allergies with your child’s teacher.

Please keep your child home if he/she is feeling sick, or if he/she has a fever, rash, unusually red eyes, vomiting or green mucus in the nose.  Sicknesses during the night should keep the child home the next day.  Communicable disease spreads very quickly among young children and preschool staff should be notified immediately.

Any absence lasting 3 or more consecutive days will require a written statement from parent or physician to readmit the child to class.

All children must be potty trained prior to the first day of school.

If your child is not potty trained, the tuition payment must still be made to hold your child’s space in the class.  If you do not wish to hold your child’s space, you may choose to be placed on the waiting list until your child is ready.  This does not guarantee a place for your child in the classroom. 
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Snack

Parents provide the snack for their child’s classroom.  A snack schedule is posted outside of the classroom and included with the monthly newsletter. You will be assigned a date and be responsible for snack for everyone in your child’s class on that day.  The assignment will be alphabetical unless a birthday or holiday celebration interrupts this flow.

Good eating habits are important for all and should begin at an early age.  Parents and care givers need to encourage children to eat nutritious foods by presenting well-balanced meals.  The snack at Preschool should not replace breakfast or lunch. In an effort to promote healthy snacking and eating, we are asking all parents to please select you snack choices with this idea in mind.

The children are usually very hungry at snack time and very thirsty in the warmer months.  Please make sure you bring enough for the entire class.  Refer to the serving size on the back of the package.  The preschool will provide cups and napkins.  Feel free to coordinate the snack with the theme or letter of the week.

Please check with your child’s teacher for children with any food allergies.  This will also be indicated on the snack schedule.  Also, if you are unable to bring in snack on your assigned day please notify your child’s teacher immediately and an alternate day will be assigned.  If your child is absent on his/her assigned snack day, please replace our snack closet  with a non-perishable item the next time your child comes to school.

Clothing

Please send your child to Preschool in play clothes and sturdy shoes as some of the activities may be messy or active.  Make sure your child is wearing safe clothing for climbing and other active activities as well as weather appropriate clothing.

We will have a change of clothing for any accidents that may occur.  Should your child have a toiletry accident, please wash and return the items within 3 days.   If you feel uncomfortable with using our change of clothing, you may keep a change of clothing in a labeled zip-locked bag in their book-bag for any unexpected situations that may occur.

Please be sure outer clothing is labeled with your child’s name or initials.  Be sure to check the lost and found for missing items.

Personal Posessions

Encourage your child to bring in items related to the day or week’s theme to be shared with all.  Discourage “super-hero” type toys and any toys you or your child may be disappointed should it be lost or broken at preschool.  When your child’s class has a “show and tell” or “alphabet box”, please limit your child to bring in one toy.
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Arrival & Dismissal

Unless your child is registered for Early Bird Drop off, bring your child to school promptly at 9:00am or 12:30pm.  Your child’s teacher needs time for room and activity preparation.  You may enter the classroom when you see the door open.  The building door will be open 5 minutes prior to class beginning/ending and locked 30 minutes after the start of class.

Please plan to keep your good-bye brief at the classroom door.  If the child is apprehensive, reassure your child but try not to linger in the classroom or at the door too long.  Your child may only be picked up by the adults indicated on the registration form, unless otherwise instructed by phone or in writing.  The teacher will ask for identification of the alternate person.  Your child must be signed in and out each day by a registered adult.  A clipboard will be available at the classroom door.

Prompt pick-up at 11:45am and 3:15pm is equally important to our teachers.  Unless otherwise instructed by your child’s teacher, please do not open the classroom door before dismissal time.  To ensure safe dismissal, the teacher will open the classroom door and call individual children as the parents arrive at the door.  A $5 fee will be charged for late pickups after the first 10 minutes and every 5 minutes there after to be paid at the time of pickup.  
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Early Bird Drop Off

Early Bird Drop Off is available on both an as needed and monthly basis.  If you want to drop off your child between 8am and 9am, please let the preschool director know at least 1 day in advance.  For example, for a Monday early bird, sign up at least the Friday prior.  The cost is $5 per session.  If you want to use the early bird drop off on a regular monthly basis, you may still sign up for this at an additional cost to be determined according to the amount of days enrolled.  The fee should be paid with the tuition on the 1st of the month for the previous month’s attendance of early bird.  You will receive an invoice indicating the amount due at the end of each month.  If you choose to register for one month, you are not committed to registering for every month of the school year.

Inclement Weather/School Closings

Please listen to WSER, WNRK, or WSTW for listings of Cecil County Public Schools for late openings or closings due to bad weather.  If Cecil County Public Schools are closed, the preschool will be closed.  If there is a late opening, the morning program will be cancelled, however, the afternoon session will continue as scheduled.    Please refer to the school calendar for all holiday closings.  Any other school closings will be indicated on the monthly calendar.
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Registration

A family with an established relationship with the preschool has the opportunity to enroll first.  The registration must be completed and submitted with a $50 non-refundable application fee.

Registration is considered complete when all the paperwork is submitted and the application fee is paid.  To hold your child’s seat, the first tuition payment must be received by the first week of school.

Tuition Payments

Currently the program consists of several schedules; Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday morning from 9:00-11:45am and afternoon from 12:30-3:15pm at $150 per month.  We also have a 5 day program from 9:00-11:45am at $205 per month.  Tuition is due the 1st of the month beginning in September and ending in May.  A payment box will be available outside the classroom door or may be mailed to the office.  A late fee of $25 will be incurred if the monthly tuition payment is 10 days or more past due.  If tuition is not paid according to your contract or consistent late payments occur, your child may be terminated from the program unless arrangements have been made with the director.  Any checks returned because of insufficient funds will result in a $25 fee.  Financial Aid is available on an as needed basis and will require an application for review and approval.
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Discipline

To discipline is “to teach”.  It is a learning experience.  Through discipline we teach self-control and responsibility for his/her own behavior.  Therefore, it is our job to reinforce and teach children how to control their behavior and guide them in making appropriate choices and realizing the consequences of those choices.

At Trinity Preschool a variety of techniques will be used in dealing with inappropriate or unacceptable behavior in conjunction with encouraging self-discipline.  Those techniques are listed below.

*Stress positive behaviors

*Redirect the child to another activity

*Giving choices

*Changing the environment

*Develop “classroom rules” with the children

*Allowing children to experience the natural consequences of their actions to foster self-discipline while under staff supervision

*Facilitate the settlement of disputes versus intervening

*Establish mutual respect

*Separate the child from the group for a limited time(time out),

especially when endangering the safety of self or others.

Parent conferences are held if behavior problems become a serious concern.  It is to be expressly understood and agreed upon that the Preschool shall retain the right to dismiss any child, if in the opinion of the director and/or after consultation 
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with the parents that the child is considered incompatible to the health, safety or well being of the other children in the Preschool.  A continued lack of cooperation from the parents or guardians concerning the issue of discipline with a child shall also be grounds for dismissal.  The decision of the Director will be final in such matters and will grant at least 1 weeks notice of termination.

Withdrawal

Please notify the school office in writing 2 weeks prior to withdrawal date.   The registration fee and pre-paid tuition are non-refundable for withdrawals.  You will be required to pay the full months tuition of the same month in which the child is withdrawn.
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
