Special Dates/Important Information
· Handbooks went home this past week of school.  Please be sure to read over the handbook and keep the calendar handy for days off or special celebrations.  Any changes to the school calendar will be made known ASAP or in the monthly newsletter.  We like to take pictures in our classroom to show parents how much fun your children are having.  Please sign and return the photo release forms and front cover of the Parent’s Guide to Regulated Child Care.
· Please be sure to return your child’s health and immunization forms to Teacher Maura or the church office before September 30.

· The outside doors to the school will open at 8:55 in the morning for drop off.  The afternoon class can begin entering the school at 12:25.  The teachers need the time to ready the classroom in the mornings and afternoon.  Just as important is the pick-up time so the teachers can eat a quick lunch and prepare the classroom for the next session.  Morning class is over at 11:45am, and the afternoon at 3:15pm.  We will do our best to have the children ready at this time as well. There is always a transition time to new routines! Please be sure your child visits the bathroom before entering school.  We appreciate your understanding.  

· Beginning on September 16th, we will introduce the Alphabet Box.  Each Tuesday, he/she will bring in an item that begins with the letter of the week. For example, if the letter of the week is “A”, they could bring in an apple or an apron to show the class.  Get creative if you can!  

· We will be having cooking sessions with the children at least once a month.  Please look for sign up sheets available on the table in the hall to volunteer to help out.

· Holiday volunteer sign up sheets will be available as well, as the days approach us.

· Beginning in October we will be sending home a “Book Bag”.  The bag will be sent home one child at a time until all the children have had a turn.  Room 1 classes  “Book Bag” includes a notebook, a Franklin turtle storybook and Franklin the turtle.   Teacher Lisa and Teacher Emilie’s room 3 class will take home Corduroy.  Your child will take Franklin or Corduroy home for a day or two and “take care” of him.  Together you and your child can read the Franklin/Corduroy book and then write a short paragraph about what Franklin/Corduroy did with your child, maybe draw a picture or include a picture of your child enjoying Franklin/Corduroy.  All items should be placed back in the back and returned on the child’s next day of school.  The children really enjoy doing these activities and will be excited to bring them back to share with their friends.

· If anyone is interested in volunteering to be a substitute in the classroom should one of our teachers become ill or can’t make it to work, please let Maura know and we will get your information.
· Snack schedules will be attached to the monthly newsletter.  We will write on the snack schedule hanging in the hall what your child had for snack that day so you will be aware of what they are eating.  As of right now, in ROOM 1, we have 12children on Mondays and Fridays.  20 children on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday and 6 children enrolled in the afternoon.  In ROOM 3, we currently have 10 children.  When it is your turn to bring in snack, please be sure to bring in enough food and drink for the entire class on that day.  And as always we encourage healthy snacks, juice or milk.  The school will provide the cups and napkins.  According to the registration forms, we have an artificial dye allergy in room 3 and a possible tree nut allergy in Room 1 AM.  Please let us know if your child develops any food allergies during the school year.
· If anyone has any special jobs or talents that they would like to share with your child’s class, please let your teacher know. 
· Mission Photography of Elkton will be at our school on Tuesday, October 6 for picture day.  There will be packets sent home closer to the date for pictures.  Individual and class pictures will be taken.  Mark your calendars!
· We will plan a few field trips this year.  The information will be made available as the trip(s) is planned.   Mark your calendars now:  Filasky Farm field trip is scheduled for morning and afternoon classes on Tuesday, October 13 at 9:00am.  Please arrive about 10 minutes prior, so that we may start on time.  Parents should provide the transportation and stay.  There will be no classroom activities this day.  More information to be sent home later.  
· Scholastic Book Catalogs will be sent home monthly.  Feel free to peruse the selections and order as you wish.  There is no obligation to order at any time.  However, the classrooms earn free books from your purchases.  Thanks!
· In order to provide your children with new materials or special activities in the classroom, we do have fund raisers to help us support the school and classroom.  One of our most successful fund raisers is with Claire’s Gourmet.  The children will be coming home with a packet of brochures for delicious cakes, pies, pizza and cookie dough.  This is not mandatory, but any help is greatly appreciated.  If you prefer not to sell, donations are a blessing.  The proceeds go toward various family activities offered throughout the school year.   The selling period is from September 15-October 5th. Thanks!!
· There is a book shelf in the hall as you come in with parent help books/magazines and resources for you to sign out and borrow.  Feel free to browse the selections and look at the photo books from years past at Trinity Preschool.
